S.0. 163 (E).—Whereas a decision was arrived at the Fourth East Asia Summit held on 25th October, 2009,
at Thailand for the establishment of the Nalanda University in the State of Bihar as an International Institution for pursuit
of intellectual, philosophical, historical and spiritual study and for the matters connected therewith or incidental thereto;

Whereas pursuant to the said decision, the Government of India enacted the Nalanda University Act, 2010
(39 of 2010);

Whereas section 21 of the Nalanda University Act, 2010 provides that “the members of the academic staff
and, where applicable, their dependants or members of the family, shall enjoy such privileges and immunities as the
Central Government may, after entering into an agreement with the University, notify under section 3 of the United
Nations (Privileges and Immunities) Act, 1947 (46 of 1947)”;

AND Whereas, the Headquarters Agreement between the Ministry of External Affairs of the Republic of
India and the Nalanda University for the establishment of the University in State of Bihar, India was signed on the 20th
day of July, 2013, Article VI of which confers the following privileges and immunities to the members of the academic
staff, and where applicable, their dependants or members of the family, subject to the provisions of the pertinent laws,
rules and regulations of the Host Country, namely:-

@1) the academic staff of the University, who are not citizens of the Host Country, i.e. India, and where
applicable, their dependants and members of the family, shall enjoy exemption from taxation in respect
of salaries, honoraria, allowances and other emoluments in connection with their services with the
University; the right to get appropriate visas with the exemption from foreigners' registration as per
local laws; repatriation facilities in time of national crisis, together with their dependants and members
of their household staff; freedom to maintain within the territory of the Host Country, or elsewhere,
foreign securities, and other movable and immovable property, while employed with the University,
and at the time of termination of such employment, the right to take out of the territory of the Host
Country, his or her savings without restriction or limitations in the currency in which salary is payable;
and the right on first arrival to import free of customs duties, taxes and other levies, furniture, motor
vehicles, other personal and household effects to establish residence in the Host Country; and the right
to export with similar privileges goods thus imported at the termination of their duties with the Centre.

the academic staff of the University who are citizens of the Host Country i.e. India, shall only be
entitled to exemption from taxation in respect of salaries and emoluments paid to them by the
University.

the privileges and immunities provided in the Headquarters Agreement shall not be accorded to
members of the family of the academic staff of the University who carry on any private gainful
occupation in the Host Country.

Now, therefore, for giving effect to the aforesaid privileges and immunities contained in the above
mentioned Headquarters Agreement, the Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred by
section 3 of the United Nations (Privileges and Immunities) Act, 1947 (46 of 1947) (hereinafter
referred to as the said Act), hereby declares that -

the provisions of clauses (b), (c), (d), (e), (f) and (g) of section 18, sections 20 and 21 of Article V of
the Schedule to the said Act shall apply mutatis mutandis to the members of the academic staff who
are not the citizens of India, and where applicable, to their dependants or members of the family;

the provisions of clause (b) of section 18 of Article V of the Schedule to the said Act shall apply
mutatis mutandis to the academic staff who are the citizens of India;

in terms of section 20 of Article V, of the Schedule to the said Act, the privileges and immunities are
granted to the academic staff of the University in the interests of the University and not for the benefit
of the individuals themselves and the Vice- Chancellor shall have the right and the duty to waive the
immunity of any academic staff of the University in any case where, in his opinion, the immunity
would impede the course of justice and can be waived without prejudice to the interests of the
University and in case of Vice-Chancellor, the Visitor shall have the right to waive the immunity;

in terms of section 21 of Article V of the Schedule to the said Act, the University shall cooperate at all
times with appropriate authorities of the Host Country to facilitate the proper administration of justice,
secure the observance of police regulations and prevent the occurrence of any abuse in connection with
the privileges, immunities and facilities mentioned in this notification.
